My Dear Brother,

Contrary to what many believe Freemasonry is not a secret society. It does
not hide its existence nor its membership. There has been no attempt to con-
ceal the purposes, aims and principles of Freemasonry.

Gradually the Lodges came to be composed en-
tirely of philosophical or speculative Masons. From these groups Freemasonry of today had it beginnings.
Freemasonry is kindness in the home, honesty in business, courtesy in society, fairness in work, pity and
concern for the unfortunate resistance toward evil, help for the weak, forgiveness for the penitent, love for
one another and, above all, reverence and love for God.
