 One of the things that sets our fraternity apart from 
many organization is our ritual.  Whether you are 
proficient in it or not it has remained unchanged over 
hundreds of years.  We ensure our candidates and 
members demonstrate competency in it, and the 
lodge must prove a proficiency in it ever year.  When 
the world is moving toward better faster and easier 
things our fraternity maintains its core ritual 
unchanged.   

The interesting aspect to that unchanged ritual is that 
every time I hear it, there is something new I take 
away.  Every degree every lecture there is something 
different to focus on.  How can that be?  The words 
are not different. Each of us has heard them before.
